Message from the Co-Presidents
There is little in the world that children look 
forward to more than summer vacation.  
Sure, there are other pleasures to be had: 
dessert, free time, sports, a favorite movie.  
But all of the above are over all too soon.  
Summer vacation stretches on for months.  It 
allows for a whole new level of leisure and 
play.  For adults not privileged to have a sum-
mer vacation period that matches children’s, 
any vacation time available gets used up in the summer months.  We, 
too seek to create a space where we can enjoy the world for what it is, 
enjoy ourselves for what we are, and to live as if we are able to be in 
the world without having to be so productive all the time, to feel alive 
just by being.

Kids and vacationing adults are really on to something here.  To be 
full human beings, we cannot work all the time, we cannot exist only 
as productive beings, we cannot be defined exclusively by our occu-
pations.  We need a break.  Summer is an ideal time to develop this 
side of ourselves, to ensure we have multiple answers when someone 
meets us and asks what we do, instead of merely replying with our 
occupation.  It’s nice to be able to respond with hobbies, activities, and 
familial roles.  Still, as all Canadians know, summer days are precious, 
and though they seem long, they are all too short.  Then the wind 
blows again, and blows us back to “real life” till next summer.

But wait.  It just doesn’t seem fair to load summer with so much joy, 
and to relegate the other, grayer months to a workaday routine.  This is 
where the timeless insight of the tradition steps in.  The Torah tells us 
God agrees that we should not limit ourselves to joy only a certain time 
of the year, that we should not let ourselves be defined by our occupa-
tion, that we have an intrinsic value (and right to enjoy ourselves) even 
when we are not being productive.  This is Shabbat.  This is a day that 
one never has to wait long for, set aside for being what we want to be: 
to be able to engage in the hobbies that help make us who we are, to 
read, learn, connect, spend time with friends and loved ones, to play.  
The rabbis of old called it “a foretaste of the world-to-come”, mean-
ing a little bit of paradise, which any kid can tell you is another way 
of saying “summer vacation”.  Turns out, those kids who unthinkingly 
pass summer time happily chatting away, content in not accomplishing 
anything in particular, are on to a great mitzvah.

There is no time when it is easier to integrate Shabbat into your week 
than during this summer.  Late dinners and free time are (hopefully!) 
in abundance, and a warm breeze on a Havdallah candle lit under the 
stars creates a warm summer moment that can take the chill out of 
a Shabbat in the depth of winter. Summer vacation allows kids to be 
kids; Shabbat allows all humanity to be just a little more human.

Have you taken a walk in the Beth Jacob Educa-
tion wing lately?  If you have you may have noticed 
some changes.  The bulletin boards have been en-
hanced and the walls have been painted.  A huge 
thank you goes to Ginette Bromhead for her time 
and dedication; she spent countless hours beauti-
fying our bulletin boards.  And a huge thank you to 
Stan Kudlats  and his staff who were here sprucing 
up the hallways with new paint and the doors with 
new varnish.  Thank you both for being such com-
mitted members of the Beth Jacob community.
     
There’s excitement in the air about the She’arim Hebrew School and 
Enrichment program that is being launched in September.  Building on 
the foundations set by Gloria Silverman and continued by Fay Schmerling, 
the She’arim program will continue to provide a quality Jewish education.  
From Kindergarten through B’nai Mitzvah classes will now incorporate 
experiential and hands-on lessons.  Students in the She’arim program 
will gain not only Jewish knowledge, but, perhaps even more importantly, 
they will develop a spiritual connection to Judaism.
     
In addition to the fundamental classes of Hebrew, holidays, history, Torah, 
Mitzvot and Israel, the She’arim program an elective program, Chuggim.  
We recognize that all children learn differently; therefore, classes in the 
Chuggim program cater to each child’s strengths by giving them a chance 
to participate in something meaningful.  Electives include Visual Arts 
(e.g., sculpture or painting), Performing Arts (e.g., dance or drama), and 
Music, to name a few. Students who are enrolled in the She’arim program 
automatically participate in this innovative and hands-on program.  The 
Chuggim program is open to everyone in the Jewish Community from 
Kindergarten through grade 6.  

In all of the She’arim classes students are encouraged to find their own 
space in Judaism and its traditions.  In this way they will form a connec-
tion to and a love for Judaism that will last a lifetime. If She’arim sounds 
like the right program for you, or someone you know, we will be having 
a She’arim Information Night:  Wednesday, June 13 at 7:30.
